	Meeting began with introductions of the members present.  The meeting proceeded with the adoption of the minutes from the May meeting.  Mr. Lindsey opened the discussions about the revisions of the strategic plan and the areas that he had questions about.  Dr. Brown has done a great job providing a large portion of the update and also providing more graphs and charts for visual presentation of the issues outlined in this plan.  Mr. Lindsey did ask the council to remove a section in Chapter 4 that called for the enhancement of punishments (new crime) for the refusal to provide a breath test.  This was approved unanimously by the council.  Mr. Lindsey asked ADECA to assist in contacting ALDOT in upgrading the section dealing with the ALDOT Outreach Team.  The strategic plan is about 50% completed and it is Mr. Lindsey’s goal to have it completed by the end of the calendar year.  He will be contacting those groups that have not sent in revisions after the Labor Day holiday.  Cpl. Penton discussed the updates to the SFST, DRE, & DITEP programs and Mr. Burleson spoke about the changes that ADPH is doing to assist the council.    
	After discussing the strategic plan, Mr. Lindsey gave a report as to the meeting with Susan Fuqua and other municipal leaders in regards to SB255 from the last legislative session.  These leaders only had a couple of minor changes to the bill.  DFS was also present at this meeting and suggested adding some threshold limits on the per se drug section.  Dr. Harper and Mr. Lindsey are working together to put these ideas into bill form.  
	The final discussion held by the council was on SB29 of this First Special Session of the Alabama Legislature.  Senator Whatley filed a bill that would do away with the administrative license suspensions, before conviction, if an ignition interlock device is installed in a motor vehicle.  This bill would greatly impact us in two ways:
1. It would affect highway safety grant money because they require a hard DL suspension of a minimum of 90 days for these situations.
2. There would be a significate drop in breath testing results without some type of penalty.
Dr. Turner spoke to the council about this issue as it relates to (2) and different research that shows the significant drop in testing if there is no recourse at the time of arrest.
Upon the conclusion of this discussion, the meeting concluded upon the agreement to meet on November 10, 2016 at 10 a.m. at the Alabama District Attorneys Association building in Montgomery.
