	There was no quorum for any action to be taken in this meeting; therefore, the adoption of the minutes from August will have to take place at the January meeting.  Mr. Lindsey opened with an update on the revisions of the strategic plan.  The goal is still to have the plan completed by the end of this calendar year, but he needs some cooperation from members who have not yet turned in their revised sections.  
Dr. Brown discussed the rise in fatalities and the correlation with the use of seat belts.  He also discussed the increase in pedestrian fatalities and the increase in the presence of drugs and alcohol.  
Dr. Turner spoke to the council about the issues surrounding the acquisition of the new breath-testing instruments and the revised plan of implementation and training.  Dr. Harper spoke to the work he has been doing on determine adequate levels for the proposed DUI bill.
Mr. Burleson discussed the Alabama Department of Public Health’s efforts to revive the statewide SADD program and the difficulties in working with the national people from SADD.  There is also a reorganization of ADPH, but Mr. Burleson will remain their representative on the council.
Upon the conclusion of this discussion, the meeting concluded upon the agreement to meet on January 26, 2016 at 10 a.m. at the Alabama District Attorneys Association building in Montgomery.
